Discussion Questions

What is the difference between 'going to church' and 'being the church,’ and how does that
distinction change the way we approach our faith community?

Paul reminded Timothy of the prophecies spoken over him to fuel his perseverance. What moments
of God's calling or confirmation in your own life can you recall to strengthen you when ministry or
faithfulness gets difficult?

The sermon describes 'cheap ministry' versus 'true ministry." What are some practical ways we might
be settling for cheap ministry, and what would it look like to move toward costly, committed service?

How do we hold the tension between speaking the truth of God's Word and doing so with a 'good
conscience' rooted in love rather than self-righteousness or manipulation?

The passage describes handing Hymenaeus and Alexander over to Satan for correction. How should
the modern church think about discipline and accountability for those who persistently teach false
doctrine?

To suffer shipwreck; to be utterly ruined or destroyed. Paul uses this vivid nautical metaphor to describe
the total devastation that comes from rejecting faith and a good conscience. The image conveys
catastrophic, not gradual, loss.

Cross References

Jude urges believers to ‘contend earnestly for the faith once delivered to the saints,’ directly paralleling Paul's
charge to Timothy to fight the good fight for sound doctrine.

Paul instructs Titus that an elder must hold firmly to the faithful word and be able to refute those who contradict
sound teaching, showing this charge was not unique to Timothy but a standard for all church leaders.

Jesus outlines the process of church discipline that escalates from private confrontation to public action,
providing the framework behind Paul's drastic action of handing Hymenaeus and Alexander over to Satan.
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Paul urges the Corinthians to forgive and restore the man previously handed over for discipline (likely the same
man from 1 Corinthians 5), showing that the purpose of church discipline is always restoration, not punishment.

God declares that HisWord will not return void but will accomplish what He purposes, undergirding the
sermon's central call to trust the power of Scripture rather than human persuasion.
